Since 1999 I was project manager for the European Funds at the Regional Delegation for European and International Affairs and at the Inter-regional Cooperation at the Aquitaine (first of the French regions) Regional Council.

Within the European Funds mission and more particularly the rural and agricultural development,

* I was in charge of :

- connecting the government’s regional services and departments for the programming and monitoring of eligible projects to european cofinancing.

- setting up the structural funds balance sheet for the 1994-1999 period as well as European Union initiatives programs : KONVER and LEADER II.

* I was taking part in the building-up of the future objective 2 having to do with the elaboration of as well as the definition of orientation guidelines of the Aquitaine DOCUP, accompanied with the programming complement. Priorities have to do with the preparation the European Union initiatives programmes content LEADER +.

* In the prospect of a balanced and sustainable development of the Aquitaine rural areas, I was in charge, for the near future, of connecting the Regional Council services, the government and the departments for the programming and monitoring of europeans projects pertaining to the following themes :

- Rural development

- Natural environment

- Rural tourism

- Agriculture

· Descrption of my professionnal experience :

In Poland :

During my higher education (a five-year post baccalaureat degree in agronomy), I gave priority to a professionnal approach for a period of 6 years on 3 specific levels :

1- Fundamental research : 2 years in the Agricultural Academy of WROCLAW during     which I designed an experimental methodology and laboratory research.

2- Applied research : 2 years experimentation in an applied research unit of INRA (Agronomy Research National Institute) of Cracovie, in charge of governmental    problems pertaining to the agribusiness sector.

3- Providing training and advice to farmers for 2 years at the Regional Center for Agricultural development and progress at Wroclaw ; creation and monitoring of specialized productions.

These different professionnal tasks allowed me to better know the problems posed by knowledge transmission (Agricultural progress branches) in the farming sector as well as an insight into the farming milieu.

In France :

I studied at the INA Paris-Grignon where I got the DAA (a graduate agronomy degree). During my work placement at the INRA center of Jouy in Josas, I collaborated with scientists from different Research Centers in France and I am still in close contact with these colleagues.

In these circumstances, I was able to get in touch with scientists and researchers from Mexico, Algeria, Spain and talk about the assets and short comings of their agriculture.

· Scientific adviser :

These numerous contacts have been enriched during the last few years and especially in my capacity as the scientific adviser of the CERBIO Company, or more recently, thanks to missions carried out in Central Europe, namely : Poland, Hungary the Tchec Republic and Slovenia. On the national level, I collaborated with :

- Bordeaux University : ISTAB Vegetal Biology

- Bordeaux Oenology Institute

- INRA of Jouy en Josas, Rennes, Theix, Toulouse, Bordeaux, Madrid, Barcelona, Gerona.

- Technical institutes : ITEB, ITCF, ITP

- Chamber of Agriculture, Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Bordeaux (Biotechnology file)

- The Chamber of Agriculture of the Eure

During the setting up of trials for the introduction of new products by cattle feed manufacturers such as Sanders, UC AAB, CCPA, COOP-CAN, I was able to deal with the marketing policies issues of these groups.

On behalf of CERBIO Company, I had to make a defense with the animal feed Interproessionnal and Interdepartmental Commission of a file in favour of making official some feed additives of organic type. This experience is valuable for its scientific rigor and negociation skills it required.

In charge of missions for the Chamber of agriculture management :

While I had to report to the management of the Chamber of agriculture of the Gironde, my missions had to do with the following domains :

- the continuation of permanent contacts with research and technical institutes preceding the development and experimentation operations wich are engineered by the technical services of the Chamber of Agriculture.

The research and verification of advancements in terms of new technologies (biotechnologies) in order to speed up the transfers of fundamental research to applied research for development. This work is done in liaison with the marketing and technical bodies of the production sector.

-- The taking into account of issues relating to environment conservation and to the      quality of farming productions. This action is carried out depending on two complementary axes :

· to make the actions achieved by the farming profession know in order to preserve the environment and water quality.

· The setting up of new actions with the others sectors of the economy and local authorities in order to reduce real or potential nuisances.

- The development and the monitoring of the Chamber of Agriculture actions and its partners in the international cooperation field as well as european programs especially (European Union, impact of cooperation with PECO (= Oriental and Central European Countries, etc.).

- Responsibility for special missions engineered by the Company for strategic economic files and precise requests from economic operators of French departments.

1/ Maintening close contacts with different national and local institutes and bodies
Thanks to my personal contacts, I have made good use of all those I established during my previous jobs and trainings. I then suggested to the management my intervention to mobilize the contribution of institutional and technical bodies :

- with INRA (Agronomy Research National Institute), the Oenology Institute, very close contacts have been established and can quickly nationalize in a technical partnership.

- I have kept contacts on the national as well as on the regional level with the ONIDOL, CETIOM and ITCF.

- Soybean trials programs were set up thanks to my initiative between SOGIP-PROLEA and the GRETA in the Landes

- In the same way, the contacts established with SOFIPROTEOL allowed the Chamber of Agriculture of the Gironde to be recognized during the contacts established with the Mayor of Bordeaux for the organic fuels trials (Town Bus).

- For the professionnal training of young farmers abroad and foreign students in French schools, the Chamber of Agriculture benefits from the support of SESAME and the ADEPTAFERIA.

As to the technical and institutional international relations, the managers of MICECO of foreign affairs ministers and agriculture, of France-Poland Foundation (founded by five French Ministers) are aware of the importance of the rôle played by the Chambers of Agriculture of the Gironde.

- FORMAGRO of Montpellier is willing to cooperate with the Chamber of agriculture for the cooperation with foreign countries.

- In the breeding sector, I took part in the elaboration of a global strategy as a support to the Direction de la Chaire de Zootechnie de l’Institut Agronomique de Paris-Grignon. These contacts made it possible to introduce audit and support operations to economic structures of the Gironde breeding sector.

Apart from my activities, I have kept close contacts with several French Chambers of Agriculture.

2/ Technological monitoring (innovation and diversification)
( Vineyards managed protection :

My specific contribution consisted in developping in the Gironde department a modelization file about vineyards managed protection as well as the European project ETIC of training that goes along with it.

The Chamber of Agriculture has thus become a privileged partner of scientific pilot scheme committees of vineyards managed protection. Since 1993, the ETIC program benefitted from the backing of the vine service of the company for its european and national development.

( Wine effluents
Thanks to my initiative, I also gathered together the national authorities concerned in the scientific and technical field which have to work on the wine effluent treatment. We created an « Oeno-Environment » group and published a leaflet designed to sensilize the Gironde wine growers.

Simultaneously, we launched a national program of evaluation studies of the existing treatment techniques and their adaptation to different production units as well as a deepening and a development of techniques on pilot units. My initiative in this specific field materialized by the setting up of an environment service at the Chamber of Agriculture with the creation of two engineer posts.

( Collection of packagings and outdated phytosanitary products :

For Pauillac area, in spite of numerous difficulties, I was able to get the collaboration of the Medoc Household waste treatment and collection intercommunal syndicate. The Chamber of Agriculture was then called upon to elaborate the selfsame action on the Saint-Macaire county.

( Fruits, vegetables, horticulture :

In this sector, I organized at the Chamber of Agriculture a session with the most important producers of the department in order to :

- make a general evaluation of these sectors to set up a specialized technical support.

The specialized technical support materialized with the creation of an engineer post on the regional post for horticulture. On the other hand, vegetable growers decided to create a 1901 law association for technical support to greenhouse crops.

( Oleaginous - Proteaginous
Since 1991, one of the objectives for the Gironde was to manage to integrate to the trials of the Goupement Européen d’intérêt Economique which is managed by ONIDOL. Thanks to my propositions, some trials were conducted on lin, ricin and sorgho.

New demands are emerging among maïze growers due to CAP reforms. The contacts I initially established have to make it possible to better meet the necessary evolutions.

( Breeding
After numerous reflexions and contacts with the profession, we studied production problems of this sector pertaining to quality.

Thanks to participation agreements signed with the Chaire de Zootechnie of INA Paris-Grignon, the Chamber of Agriculture achieved the first part of an Audit on the conditions of a development of a bovine breeding in the Gironde.

With the management of the Chamber of Agriculture, I began a second part of the Audit which permitted to subsequently propose a long term work on the Bazace cowbreed.

( Oyster-farming
A closer collaboration between different wine and oyster professionnal syndicates was voiced. The targeted objectives are numerous :

- to guarantee a common promotion of regional producers (oysters, wines)

- to give priority to an identification process of a « product of quality while integrating it to the already existing one of controlled origin appellation wines.

- To prepare suggestions to the 21 st plan negociations while trying to develop strong actions like the ones developped by the Marennes Bassin.

Based on some field work and thanks to my initiative, three meetings were held at the Chamber of Agriculture during summer 1993. Oyster sale operations coupled with white wines of Gironde at Arcachon were multiplied.

INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION
I organized several meetings on Hungary, the Iberic Peninsula to prepare for the setting up of a technical support structure for advice in oenology and wine-growing.

Within the development of cooperation, I got a scholarship for a Hungarian Student Candidate, allowing him to prepare a PHD at the Oenology Institute of Bordeaux University.

In very difficult conditions I was able to have the agreement of ACTIM for a VSNE in Hungary in the TOKAY Region.

This was designed to position the Blanquefort wine growing and making within the international expertise operations as well as INRA or the Oenology Institute.

In december 1992, some French and Hungarian Vineyard owners got in touch with me to consider a support from the Chamber of Agriculture to set up in the TOKAY region an advice unit like the Chamber of Agriculture adapted to the needs of the Country. With Poland, I developped activities on behalf of the Chamber of Agriculture of the Gironde.

- The Ministry of Agriculture, the foreign affairs ministry, MIGECO and ADEPTA were interested in these actions for the setting up of chambers of Agriculture and OPA which represent Poland. This action led to the passing of a law instauring Chambers of Agriculture in Poland.

The Chamber of Agriculture welcomed the Polish study mission composed of Members of Parliament of farming professionnal organizations leaders and representatives of the Polish Agriculture Ministry. Then, the President of the Chamber of Agriculture and its director made a presentation at the Polish Senate and Parliament. My rôle consisted in elaborating suggestions to find European funds, in designing and monitoring projects and their achievement.

To continue and reinforce these contacts, we initiated, prepared and organized a meeting of Polish and Gironde Agricultural elected professionnals at the Parliament and Senate in Poland. In their turn, some Polish members of Parliament were welcome in Paris at the Senate and since then an exchange and cooperation relation was instaured in this domain.
